NJUA BASEBALL EXAMINATION 2008

DIRECTIONS: If the statement is true, fill in the ( ) space under the “a” column. If the statement is false, fill in the ( ) space under
the “b” column. BI is the batter; R1 is the lead runner; F1 is the pitcher; and S1 is a substitute. If a part of the statement is false, it is
all false. No violation of the rules occurs unless it is mentioned in the play. If a violation is stated, it is seen by the officials.
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If the head coach opts not to attend the pre-game conference, he is restricted to the bench for the rest
of the game.
A coach who has been restricted to the bench may not go to the mound to talk to his pitcher.
A coach who has been restricted to the bench may not go on the field to attend to an injured player.
If a coach complains that his opponent is not in the coaching box, the next coach who is not in the
coaching box will be restricted to the dugout.
The head coach must verify that all his players are legally equipped.
F1 is wearing a glove that has white on it. It must be removed from the game immediately.
In item 6 above, if F1 handles a batted ball with the glove, the runners are awarded 3 bases.
If an infielder has possession of the ball, he may completely block a runner’s access to the base into
which he is sliding.
If F2 does not have the ball but is about to catch it, he must provide R1 some access to the base.
In item 9 above, it is obstruction if F2 does not provide R1 some access to the base.
The pitcher may not go to his mouth while in contact with the pitcher’s plate.
If the pitcher goes to his mouth while on the plate, it is an illegal pitch and the batter is awarded a ball
if there are no runners.
Item 12 above, if a runner is on base, it is a balk. The batter is also awarded a ball.
F1 is off the rubber when he goes to his mouth. There is no violation if he wipes it off before
touching the rubber.
B1 makes no attempt to avoid being hit by a pitch. He must be awarded 1* even if he could have
avoided being hit by the pitch.
In some collisions it is possible that no rule has been violated.
Penalties for obstruction always supercede penalties for malicious contact.
The visiting coach has a broken leg . He may sit outside the dugout if he feels more comfortable.
B1 has been fouling many fly balls.. F7 May position himself in foul area before the pitch.
Neither team’s players shall warm up in the other team’s on-deck circle,
If the media area provided is unoccupied, the ball remains alive if it should go into the area,
Non-wood bats that have BESR label or sticker, instead of the permanent certification are legal.
Only bats may be used in loosening up (including weighted bats for that purpose).
Wood bats may be wider in diameter at the thickest part than non-wood bats.
A bat shall not weigh, numerically, more that 3 ounces less than its length.
If all players have a white undershirt showing on the sleeve, the pitcher may also dress the same way.
B2 hits a home run over the fence. As he rounds 2“", he removes his batting helmet. His run counts,
but he is ejected if his team had been issued a warning.
A non-adult is in a dead ball area warming up a pitcher. He does not need to wear a mask.
If a player is ejected for not wearing required equipment, he is not reported to the NJSIAA.
A defensive player may wear a batting helmet while fielding.
A player may not play with a cast regardless of how it is covered.
If a player wears a religious medal, it must be taped to his body and under his uniform.
B2 receives a walk. It is legal for him to exchange helmets with B3 before reaching first base.
The umpire must call time out before issuing an intentional base on balls.
A bunt rolls in foul area and touches 1% base on the right side. This is a foul ball.
It is not a catch if F8 catches a fly ball, and he runs into a fence and drops the ball.
F3 has the ball in his grasp, but it is touching the ground. If Bl touches 1* before F3 can lift his hand,
B1 is safe.
It is a foul ball if a bunt is in foul area and an umpire calls it a foul ball even if it rolls fair.
During the pre-game conference, the teams may warm up in foul area.
NISIAA does not hear protests; however, conferences may have rules to accept protests.
A foul tip may be caught by any fielder. It need not be only the catcher.
After 3 innings with the home team leading, the game is terminated because of rain. The teams may
re-schedule the game and pick it up from the 4™ inning.
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43. It is interference if R1 yells repeatedly at F4, “I've got it!” and F4 lets the ball drop.

44. With runners on 3rd and 1% and no outs, the coach grabs R1 to keep him from running until B3’s fly
is caught.. When the play is over, B3 and R1 are out and R2 remains at 1* base.

45. Rl is stealing 2", F6 fakes a tag as F2’s wild throw goes into center field. This is obstruction.

46. Initem 46 above, the umpire must award R1 3" even if he could not have been able to make it there.

47. Two are out and R1 is on 3™ and R2 is on 1*. B5 grounds to F4 who tags R2 out before he reaches
2nd base and after R1 has scored. R1’s run will count.

48. A defensive appeal of a runner failing to touch a base or tag up is not a play.

49, It is interference if R1 safely slides into 2™ and contacts F6, who is on the left field side of 2™ trying
to make a double play.

50. An illegal substitute is a player who enters the game without reporting to the umpire.

51. Itis legal for F1 to pitch to B1 and then play first base and come back to pitch to B3 in the same
inning.

52. The visiting team scores 6 runs in the first inning. When they take the field, Jones replaces the
starting pitcher before the starter pitches to a batter. This is legal.

53. Abel, the DH for Baker, singles and then S1 runs for Abel. This terminates the DH for the team.

54. It is permissible for a team to go to the front of the dugout for a defensive conference if that coach
had been restricted to the dugout.

55. It is interference if a thrown ball accidentally touches a coach in the coach’s box.

56. A team member, who is not in the game, may wear jewelry while in the dugout.

57. With no outs, R1 maliciously runs into F2 after scoring while B2 is advancing to 2™ R1 is called out
and his run does not count.

58. In item 57 above, after contact, B2 gets safely to 2", B2 must return to 1* base.

59. A team member is warming up a pitcher in the bull pen which is in live ball area. They may not
continue to warm up unless a person with a glove is there to protect them from batted or thrown balls.

60. A defensive conference is ended when the coach leaves the dirt area near the pitcher’s mound.

61. B1 hits a single and trips after reaching 1¥. His coach goes to attend him. The defensive coach goes
out to the mound and quickly returns to the dugout. This is a defensive charged conference.

62. While the trainer attends to F4, the coach goes to the mound and returns before the trainer is finished.
This is a charged defensive conference.

Items 63 — 67: The ball becomes dead immediately when:

63. The pitched ball hits the batter as he swings and misses the pitch.

64. The runner interferes with a fielder’s attempt to play the ball.

65. The batter interferes with the catcher’s attempt to throw out a runner stealing 2",

66. The runner commits malicious contact on a fielder.

67. A coach physically assists a runner.

68. R1 is advancing to 3" from 1¥. He does not touch 2™ and stops at 3. The ball is thrown into the
dugout. R1 may return to 2™ to touch the base.

69. With no outs, R1 is stealing home. F1 steps back off the rubber with his pivot foot and throws to F2.
B2 thinking it is a pitch, hits the ball foul. R1 shall be called out and B2 remains at bat.

70. A pitcher pitches 5 innings on Monday. He may not pitch again until Friday

71. It is legal for a pitcher to pitch 2 innings on Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday.

72. In a double header, a pitcher may pitch 7 innings in one game and 3 innings in the next game.

73. Itis legal for a pitcher to pitch 4 innings on Mon., 4 innings on Tue., and 2 innings on Wed.

74. The NISIAA uses the suspended games in state tournament games only.

Items 75,- 76: The batting order is B1, B2, B3, B4, BS etc.:

75. B3 erroneously bats in place of Bland singles. No appeal is made until after the next pitch. The
appeal is denied. B3 remains on 1% base.

76. Initem 75 above, B2 bats after B3 and singles. Before the next pitch an appeal is made that B2 batted
out of order. The appeal will be upheld, and BS will be the next legal batter.

Items 77-78: A batter may leave the batter’s box without penalty when:
77. A batter swings at a pitch.
78. The pitcher takes his pivot foot off the pitching plate.
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R1 is on 2™ base. F2 interferes with B2’s swings as he grounds out to F3. R1 is awarded 3" and B2
is awarded 1* base.
R1 is on 3™ with no outs and tags up when. F2 interferes with B2’s swing as he flies out to center.
R1 is safe at home. The coach may take the result of the play or keep R1 at 3 and B2 at 1*.
R2 is on 1* and R1 is on 2™ with no outs. B3 gets a triple. R1 scores but does not touch home. R2
scores. R1 then returns to touch the missed base. If an appeal is made on R1 he would be called out.
A coach may appeal a missed base by a runner when the ball is alive.
A fielder must appeal a missed base while the ball is alive.
During a live ball, R1 at 3" advances home while F3 is making an appeal on a base missed by B 2.
R1’s run will count.
Bases are loaded with one out. B4 flies out, All runners advance one base, but R3 did not tag up after
the catch. An appeal is made for the third out. No run is scored.
On B5’s double with two outs, R1 scores and R2 is tagged out at home for the 3" out. BS5 missed 1
and an appeal is made after R2’s out. R1’s score would not count.
With no outs and runners on 1* and 2™ base, B3 hits an infield fly. R2 passes R1 who is off 2" base
before the batted ball hits R1. The umpire is correct in ruling a triple play.
R1 and B2 are both on 3™ base when F5 tags R1. The umpire is correct in ruling R1 out.
With R1 on 1%, F1 balks and B2 hits the pitch for a single. The coach may elect to ignore the balk
and take the play.
R1 is stealing 3. F2 steps out in front of the plate to catch the pitch and throws out R1. If B2 made
no attempt to swing at the pitch, this is a legal play.
With no outs and R2 on 1% and R1 on 2", F1 freezes as R1 runs to 3", F1 then pitches and B3 hits a
fly t(g F4 in the infield. The batter is automatically out because of the infield fly rule, and R1 remains
at 3.
With R1 at 2", F2 throws his mask at the passed ball to keep it from going into the dugout. The mask
deflects the ball and keeps it in the field of play. R1 would be awarded home.
B2 hits a foul fly in the field of play which is touched by a spectator and prevents F3 from making a
catch. F3 is in a position to make the catch. The umpire is correct in ruling B2 out.
F9 catches B2’s foul fly and falls into the dugout. R1, who is on 1%, is awarded two bases.
B1 bunts toward 1%, His left foot is touching the right side of the foul line when he is hit by the
throw tolst. He is to be called out for interference.
On a check swing, F3 asks the base umpire to signal to the plate umpire that the batter had swung at
he ball. The base umpire should ignore the request.
R1 is touching 2™ base when an infield fly hits him. The ball is dead R1 is not out but B3 is out
because of the infield fly rule.
One is out when R1 attempts to steal home. The batter interferes with F2. The batter is out, and R1
must returns to 3™,
B2 is called out at 1. The plate umpire sees that F3*s foot is at least 6 inches off the base. The
coach argues the call. The plate umpire should call time and reverse the base umpire’s call.

100. If the plate umpire calls a pitch a strike and the batter asks him to check with his partner, he should.
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
