Our cadet training baseball classes will meet every Wednesday evening, starting on January 5, 2011 at the BCC Mt. Laurel Campus in Laurel Hall Room 320 at 7 pm, and end on  February 23, 2011.  All classes will begin promptly at 7:00 pm, unless changed by the instructor.

Over these eight weeks of training, you will learn the rules, the application of these rules, and on-field baseball umpire game mechanics. You will receive outdoor field experience, weather permitting. We have scheduled varsity/sub-varsity scrimmage sessions at various area high schools beginning in March. As a first or second year cadet, you will be expected to attend and work, getting repetitions as a plate and base umpire, while at the same time, learning from our experienced mentors and veterans.

We recommend that you obtain a medical examination (physical) by your primary care provider, at your expense, before you begin to officiate baseball games. (Please include an eye exam)

Our Association Assignor will begin assigning you games if you successfully pass the cadet training class utilizing the Arbiter “software program” at www.arbitersports.com .
